Tough Gal

Review of Short Straw, by Stuart Woods

My recent audio book traveling companion has been has been delightful listening. Read by Michael Kramer,
whose variety of voices helps distinguish the characters, Short Straw easily holds the driver’s interest, and the
story is uncomplicated enough so that the rewind button is seldom required to get back on track when distrac-
tions of the road intrude.

It seems that rising Santa Fe lawyer Ed Eagle, smart as he is, has a weakness for beautiful, capable blonds. He
married one who proves capable of helping herself to the greater part of his sizeable bank account and running
for Mexico, wherein she intends to disappear, safe from extradition. To track her down, Eagle separately hires
two men, Cupie and Vittorio whose individual sleuthing skills complement each other’s as they find her and lose
her along the twists of her trail and the story.

Many of the plot twists may be predictable, but of the kind that evoke a happy, “Oh, | just knew that would
happen!.” At least none of the twists are of the miraculous kind that some writers fall back on to get out of a
tale jam.

The characters are believable in their strengths and amusing in their weaknesses, and in the hands of Woods
they interact to produce a humdinging caper.

It tells the story of Fithian's career in Colonial Virginia, including his experi-
ence as a tutor on the plantation of Robert Carter Il in the Northern Neck, his missionary tour of the backcoun-
try, and his service as a chaplain in George Washington’s army.

Mystery fans will not want to miss the October Books Alive. Author Del Staecker will review 7The Muted Mermaid
which has been compared with the best works of Raymond Chandler and Elmore Leonard. In addition, Staecker
will preview his works in progress.

And for something completely different, Books Alive in November will have Kenny Wayne Fields reviewing his
true adventure, 7he Rescue of Streetcar 304. The title refers to his Navy helicopter’'s code name. He was shot
down in Laos during the Vietnam War and experienced “forty hours on the run.”

Songs Alive will have another Christmas at Burnt Chimneys organ concert by Dennis Stephens. Because of the
success of last year’s program, we plan to have two, back-to-back presentations in December. We had to turn
away people last year, so adding another performance will make it possible to accommodate everyone.

Look for more details as the planning continues. It promises to be another hit for the Friends of the Library,
thanks to the generosity of Dennis.

Virginia’s Fall from Greatness

Review of Dominion of Memories: Jefferson, Madison, and the Decline of Virginia
Dominion of Memories, by Susan Dunn

The colony of Massachusetts is where the radical idea of American independence was born, but it was Virginia
that provided most of the intellectual and political leadership for the country’'s emergence, and more than any
other state, the money that financed the revolution.

No other state produced as many of the “founding fathers” as Virginia: George Washington, Thomas Jefferson,
Patrick Henry, James Madison, James Monroe, John Marshall, and George Mason come quickly to mind.

At the time of the Revolution, Virginia was the wealthiest and most populous of the original thirteen states,
and Virginians furnished four of the first five American presidents. In the 1780s Virginia's prosperity led the
new nation.

By the mid-1820’s, however, Virginia's agriculture, the foundation of its wealth was well into serious decline.
Land values were sinking and plantation bankruptcies were on the rise. On a brief tour of Virginia in 1834, Wil-
liam Seward, President Lincoln’s future Secretary of State, was disheartened by the scenes of poverty there;
and a decade later, Frederick Law Olmstead decried the “poverty and dejection” he saw in Virginia.

The decline continued. By nearly every measure of progress and quality of life, Virginia had fallen from the
very top rank of the original states to the bottom.

Why?

That is the question addressed by Williams College professor Susan Dunn in Dominion of Memories. Jefferson,
Madison, and the Decline of Virginia. Based on well-documented research, Professor Dunn’s account shows
how the ruling elite of 18™ Century Virginia, the Tidewater plantation and slave owners, manipulated the poli-
tics of the Old Dominion to further their own selfish interests, including the perpetuation of their dominance
and cavalier way of life. Ultimately, the ruling elite proved the destructiveness of rule by aristocracy by bring-
ing all of Virginia, including itself, to near-ruin.

Dominion of Memories details how the plantation owners concentrated power in their hands and established a
structure of class and values that restricted industrial enterprise, limited infrastructure development, neglected
public education, and exhausted the soil. The once genteel agrarian elite came to rely on the breeding and
export of slaves to prevent bankruptcy. The small holders of eastern Virginia who didn’t leave for the West
were reduced to bare subsistence farming, and the mines of western Virginia looked to the Ohio Valley for
marketing their coal and iron ore. All the while, many of the best and brightest of Virginia youth were denied a
future at home by primogeniture governing inheritance of land and lack of opportunity in commerce or indus-
try.

FOL members who are interested in the lives of Thomas Jefferson and James Madison will be rewarded by the
amount of attention Professor Dunn devotes to these two icons of American history during the post-Revolution
decline of the Old Dominion.

Although slavery and the great tidewater plantations are long gone, Dunn’s closing pages note instances
where the persistence of some Old Dominion social and political values has ill served Virginia in modern times.

Professor Dunn, a professor of humanities at Williams College, has written seven books on American History,
two of which in collaboration with James MacGregor Burns
